As this eventful school year has come to an end, I wanted to provide all stakeholders with a brief update on the district’s planning for our return to school in the fall.  Please know that all plans will focus on the safety and well-being of our students and staff.  

The Ecorse Public Schools is preparing robust plans to meet the varying needs of all of our families for the 2020-21 school year.  We are working in conjunction with the Wayne County Regional Educational Service Agency (RESA), the Wayne County Health Department, the Michigan Department of Education, and Governor Gretchen Whitmer’s office to meet all mandated re-opening requirements.  Through this work, the district is developing both traditional in-school and virtual options for families.  As these plans are being developed, we will continue to seek input via surveys or virtual meetings from our parents, students, and staff members.  Our work will also strategically align with the plan that the governor’s office intends to release on June 30, 2020 throughout the state regarding the reopening of schools this fall.  

The Ecorse Public Schools’ plans will focus on the following areas:

· Teaching, Learning and Technology

· School Facilities and Operations

· Student and Staff Wellness
When we ended in-person classes on March 12, 2020, no one would have predicted that our schools would be closed for the remainder of the academic year.  While I am eager to open schools in a traditional sense in September 2020, my number one concern is the safety and well-being of all of our students and staff.  Thus, as a school district, we must prepare for multiple scenarios as we embark upon the 2020-21 school year.  If necessary, the district is prepared to provide instruction during the 2020-21 school year in a total virtual setting by providing all 2nd-12th grade students with Chromebooks that will travel with students daily from school to their home environments.  To additionally bridge the digital divide, the district will provide free internet services, to qualified families, for six months through the Comcast Internet Essentials Program.  The Ecorse Public Schools is committed to over-serving our community in any manner possible.

In closing, the Ecorse Public Schools is dedicated to the safety and educational well-being of all our students and staff.  Our school district is truly “Committed to Excellence.”
